Palomar District Resolution Committee Approval Process

1. The Palomar District Resolutions Committee is responsible to review all draft resolutions and make a decision as to whether or not the issue is current. This committee will ensure that the resolution is clear, understandable, and not in conflict with Palomar, CFWC or GFWC By-Laws. The presenter of the Resolutions may be contacted for additional information, clarification, etc.

2. Once approved and wording finalized, the resolutions are sent to Executive Board, prior to a Executive Board meeting for discussion.

3. The Executive Board will vote to recommend (or send back to committee) the proposed Resolution.  If approved by the Executive Board, the Resolution will be presented by the Resolution Committee Chairman to the Palomar Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors will vote yea or nay or to send back to committee.

4. Well-researched and well-written resolutions have the best chance of being passed and affecting change with decision-makers. They also help speed up the process at the Palomar Board of Directors, by reducing the need for amendments.

What procedure is followed at a Board of Director’s Meeting

If you have never presented a resolution to Palomar District, the steps are as follows:

1. The Chairman of the Resolutions Committee will present your resolution.

2. The resolution must be seconded by another registered delegate

3. The presenter then has an opportunity to speak to the resolution.

4. Questions/comments follow from the floor. Each speaker may only speak once.

5. The presenter closes discussion.

6. The motion is voted on and carried by a simple majority vote.

NOTE: There is an allotted timeframe of seven to ten minutes per resolution. The parliamentarian acts as the timekeeper and assists the Chair with the counting of votes.
